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    I find it amazing that when we read 
God’s Word we can place ourselves 
in the midst of every story.  What I 
mean is; there are many times in our 
lives that we re-live the same 
struggles that those written about in 
the Bible have lived.  We have the 
same struggles.  We have the same 
doubts.  We suffer many of the same 
defeats.  And we often question why 
God has not come through for us.  
Poet and philosopher George 
Santayana made this statement, 
“Those who cannot remember history 
are condemned to repeat it”.  In many 
ways, we do learn from the mistakes 
of others, but when it comes to our 
spiritual lives, we can’t seem to stop 
making mistakes. 
     Why do we limit the work of God in 
our lives when we can read in His 
Word that He will provide all of our 
needs? Phil. 4:19.    The limitations 
of God are based on our inability to 
let Him do His job.  In other words, if 
we will stop trying to do things in our 
own strength, in our own timing and in 
our own way, I believe that we would 
see the hand of God in a more 
powerful way.  Yet we continue to do 
things that cause us to struggle 
because we don’t really expect God 
to do what He said He would do. 
     What do we expect God to do in 
our lives?  I’m not asking the 
question, what do we want God to do.   
What do we expect?  We can read 
His Word and have full understanding 
of most things but when it comes to 
living our lives we seem to struggle 
with applying His truth.

Then at 
the beginning of chapter 19, he is 
scared out of his mind because 
Jezebel said that she wanted him 
dead.  Elijah had a great victory 
one day and cowering in shame the 
next.  We probably wonder why 
Elijah played the coward so quickly 
after an incredible move of God but 
we do the same thing.  We so 
easily forget the times that God 
moved in our lives.   
     Peter had a remarkable 
experience when Jesus invited him 
out on the water.  Most people 
focus on the fact that he sank, but 
he did walk on the water.  He was 
standing in front of the very one 
who had invited him out of the boat 
but when the winds and the waves 
began to swell around him, he lost 
his focus.  He momentarily forgot 
what to expect from Jesus.  Jesus 
had invited him out of the boat so 
Peter should have expected that as 
long as Jesus walked on the water, 
he should be able to do the same 
thing.  His focus turned to the 
circumstance instead of Jesus. 
      Stories of great victory followed 
by a humbling defeat seem to be 
scattered throughout God’s Word.  
The same things happen to us.

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     There are weapons of warfare that has been stolen from the church and is being 
reestablished. November 2010 I was in worship at Breath of God International Outreach 
Church and during the song “I Can Only Imagine” the Lord spoke very clearly that we can 
no longer “Coexist” in the enemy camp.

“Spiritual Gasoline”

Acts 16:16-40 
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Worship 
“Atmospheric Ignition” 

     You were designed to worship the Lord. It is deep in your DNA to worship the Lord. When Jesus 
was riding a colt into town this is what happened, And as He went many spread their clothes on the 
road. Then, as He was now drawing near the descent of Mount of Olives, the descent of the Mount 
Olives, the whole multitude of the disciples began to rejoice and praise God with a loud voice for all 
the mighty works they had seen saying; 

“Blessed is the King who comes 
In the name of the Lord! 

Peace in Heaven and glory in the highest!” 
 

     And some of the Pharisees called to Him from the crowd, “Teacher, rebuke your disciples.” But 
He answered and said to them, “I tell you that if these should keep silent, the stones would 
immediately cry out.” (Luke 19:28-40 NKJV) 
     When you Worship you ignite the atmosphere with the Glory of God. A worshiper is one who 
bows down and prostrates himself or herself before God in order to serve and sacrifice with a 
reverence attitude of mind and body. The word for worship in the New Testament is proskuneo, or 
“to kiss,” Worship is not only an act. A worshiper is one who has relationship with the one 
worshipped.  

Explosive Atmosphere 
     When you mix Faith, Spiritual Gasoline with Worship, Atmospheric Ignition you get Explosive 
Atmosphere! Paul and Silas were put into prison for setting a woman free of intimidating spirit. They 
were beaten, stripped naked and placed into the inter prison. Both Paul and Silas had every reason 
to cry and have a pity party. But they were not pity type people! They were faithful and worshippers. 
They did not allow the natural to penetrate the supernatural. They stood their ground in faith that the 
Lord was going to deliver them. Paul felt a song coming on and he and Silas sang hymns and when 
their faith mixed with the Worship it ignited the atmosphere and the prison shook as if there was an 
earthquake. The Bible says every door was opened (blown) and all the chains on everyone were 
loosened! The amazing thing when the atmosphere explodes with the Glory of God is that they were 
all saved, not one left the prison. The jailer was going to kill himself and Paul cried out not to kill 
himself they were all still there! (Acts 16:13-40) 
     Continue to nurture your faith and worship. Keep the things that contaminate them away and 
strengthen them with the Word, prayer, relationship. As you walk into a situation that seems like a 
mountain ranges throw your Spiritual Gasoline by speaking to the mountains with faith and igniting 
the atmosphere with your worship!

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   We are given the strength overcome in a 
particular situation, which builds our faith, only 
to be defeated or overcome a little while later.  
We can’t seem to get off of this roller coaster. 
    We are not only affected by a lack of 
expectation in our daily walk though.  We also 
struggle at church.  Church is the one place that 
should be safe for us to be but for many, it can 
be a place of obligation.  That’s right; we go to 
church because we think it’s our duty to be 
there.  It does not hold a place in our heart for 
rejoicing.  We are only there because we think 
we should be there.  Therefore we do not 
expect anything great to happen while we are 
there.   
     Please allow me to interject another thought 
here; there is another group of believers who 
feel no obligation at all to going to church.  They 
only go when they don’t have anything else 
planned.  They do not understand that they are 
hindering their own growth in the spirit.  And 
when they do go to church, they will most likely 
have no expectations about the church service.  
They will attend a service and wonder why they 
even went.  They also don’t understand that 
their lack of attendance has an adverse affect 
on the advancing of the Kingdom of God.  This 
happens in two ways.  The individuals are not 
growing to a point to where they will work for the 
Lord and either bring someone into a saving 
knowledge of the Lord or have the 
knowledge/understanding to encourage another 
believer.  And they are not bringing their tithes 
into the store house. Malachi 3   
     In another newsletter I wrote that some 
people will go to work on Monday morning and 
say, ”I went to church yesterday” while others 
will say’ “Wow, what an incredible move of God 
in church yesterday”.  The sad thing about 
these two statements is that they could be 
talking about the same church service.  Yes 
there are times that a church service can be 
better than expected; however, those times 
come when we at least expect something. 
     The woman with the issue of blood, Mark 
5:25-34, was healed because she expected to 

be healed.  The Centurions’ servant was healed 
(Matt. 8) because of expectation. The man 
lowered through the roof of the house (Mark 2) 
was healed because of expectation.  Shadrach, 
Meshach and Abednego were delivered from the 
fiery furnace because they refused to bow down 
to King Nebuchadnezzar and expected God to 
deliver them from the furnace.  Daniel was 
delivered from the mouth of the lion (Daniel 6) 
because he would only pray to God and expected 
to overcome by the mighty hand of God.  David 
defeated Goliath because he remembered how 
God had delivered him and his sheep from the 
mouth of the lion and the bear.  He expected God 
to also deliver him out of the hand of the 
Philistine.  These are just a few of the examples 
from God’s Word when His people had great 
expectations and He delivered.   
     My friends, we have to stop expecting the 
defeat offered by the world and start expecting 
God to confound the wise.  We don’t have to live 
in misery or defeat.  We are called by God to walk 
in great victory.  Jesus said that we would do the 
things that He did, and even greater things.  
Jesus was never defeated, even at the cross.  He 
walked in complete victory through the cross.   
     Numbers 23:19 says, “God is not a man, that 
He should lie, Nor a son of man, that He should 
repent. Has He said, and will He not do? Or has 
He spoken, and will He not make it good?”  Now 
look at verse 20 -   “Behold, I have received a 
command to bless; He has blessed, and I cannot 
reverse it.”   
     Brothers and sisters in the Lord, we are called 
to be a blessing.  It is a command that we cannot 
reverse.  However, we can’t be a blessing when 
we walk in defeat.  We are defeated when we 
stop expecting God to be bigger than our 
circumstances.  Our lack of expectation does not 
make God any less powerful but because of our 
own will, we limit His will from working His 
perfection in our lives.  So lets fulfill His command 
to bless because He has blessed and begin to 
expect His blessings to cover us.
